RULES FOR THE 2003 MSBA STRIPED BASS AND

BLUEFISH TOURNAMENT

1. All entrants must be registered at an official registration
location by the close of business on Thursday, June 26,
2003. There will be no exceptions.

2. Fishing may not start until 5:00 AM,
Friday, June 27, 2003.

3. Only ONE striped bass and ONE bluefish can be entered
per day by a single angler.

4. Participants are restricted to fishing Massachusetts
waters only.

5. All fish entered must be caught by Rod and Reel only, by
a single angler. The angler must cast, hook, fight, and
bring the fish to net or gaff unaided by any other person.
No other person may touch any part of the tackle during
the playing of the fish or give aid other than taking the
leader for netting or gaffing purposes.

6. Entrants 16 years of age and under may compete in the
Junior/Youth category for separate prizes.

7. All prizes determined by weight. Time of record will be
the tie breaker.

8. Fish from boat and shore are scored without distinction.

9. 28 inch minimum length for Striped Bass. No minimum

length for Bluefish.

10. The heaviest ONE fish of each species weighed in over
the weekend will be the only eligible entries per
registered angler.

11. No one angler can take more than one prize in each
species category (including Junior Awards & Grand Prize)
(not including Sea Tow Member Prizes).

12. All fish weighed in will be converted to digital weight if
not done so at time of weigh in. Weigh master can weigh
fish to the closest one ounce, without going over, if
weighed on a pound/ounce scale. All scales used must be
State/Government certified.

13. Grand Prize will be heaviest combined striped bass
and bluefish caught and legally weighed in by a single
registered angler during legal tournament times/dates and
fishing within the specified tournament areas. One single
Grand Prize will be awarded, providing the category is
filled. In case of a tie for the Grand Prize, time of the first
fish weighed in will be the determining factor.
